4. New COBIS Executive Director appointed

The COBIS Executive Committee is pleased to announce the appointment of Colin Bell as the new
Executive Director of COBIS. Colin is currently Head of Development - International Schools for
Eteach.com. Colin has extensive education leadership and strategic management experience in the UK
and overseas and will succeed Fiona Rogers as COBIS Executive Director in August 2010.

5. SATs boycott

The boycott of SATs went ahead in many schools across the UK with up to 300,000 pupils prevented
from sitting an official reading exam on the first day of the boycott. Many primary schools were running
their own unofficial tests. Yet reports suggest that the primary league tables will still be published
this year, despite nationwide action. The rankings will use a less formal system of teacher assessment,
with pupil performance measured by teachers in the classroom throughout the year, giving 10- and 11-
year-olds an overall score in the basic subjects. For the first time, assessment scores will be featured in
official league tables alongside raw SATS results.

6. Goodbye DCSF

Following the UK election and the appointment of Michael Gove (Conservative) as Education Secretary
the DCSF has been renamed the Department for Education (DfE). The new Conservative/Lib-Dem
coalition government has announced plans for “free schools”, making it easier for new providers to set
up schools within the state system; and a pupil premium which targets extra funds to schools serving
disadvantaged pupils. The coalition has also discussed plans for a radical overhaul of school league
tables, and will allow schools to have greater freedom over the curriculum. The new schools minister is
Conservative MP Nick Gibb.

7. Fifth of school leavers ‘illiterate and innumerate’

Recent research has shown that one in five teenagers leave school lacking the English and maths skills
needed for everyday life. The number of 16- to 19-year-olds rendered functionally illiterate or
innumerate has failed to improve over the last two decades, despite billions spent attempting to raise
standards in the three-Rs.



8. Overhaul of national curriculum

It has been reported that the national curriculum will be overhauled under a Government plan to
restore vital “bodies of knowledge” to lessons. A major review of the curriculum, part of the new
Education and Children’s Bill announced in the Queen’s Speech, will be launched this year setting out
the subject content children will be expected to master at each stage of education. It is likely to
emphasise rigorous content such as more geometry and algebra in primary maths, a focus on biology,
chemistry and physics as separate scences and the study of classical authors in English. History
lessons are likely to be based around a narrative of the past, covering key periods, the kings and
queens and the Empire.

9. Discounted NPQH

The NCSL will be offering a discount for NPQH candidates from independent schools (including COBIS
schools). The discount will be based on the number of independent candidates in each cohort. There
will be a discount of 10% if there are at least 10 independent candidates in a cohort, and 20% if there
are 20 candidates or more. The cost, before discount, is £3,800. Interested candidates will need to
apply directly to the National College.
